EXHIBIT “A”

REPAYMENT AGREEMENT POLICY

IT IS THE POLICY OF THE BRUNSWICK HOUSING AUTHORITY THAT THE HOUSING AUTHORITY WILL NOT PROVIDE RENTAL ASSISTANCE OR PUBLIC HOUSING TO A PROGRAM PARTICIPANT WHO HAS AN INDEBTEDNESS TO THIS HOUSING AUTHORITY OR ANY OTHER FEDERALLY SUBSIDIZED HOUSING PROGRAM UNTIL EITHER THE BALANCE OF THE DEBT IS PAID IN FULL OR A REPAYMENT AGREEMENT IN ENTERED INTO BETWEEN THE HOUSING AUTHORITY AND THE PROGRAM PARTICIPANT.  THIS POLICY APPLIES ONLY TO PROGRAM PARTICIPANTS WHO OWE RETROACTIVE RENT OR OVERPAID RENT SUBSIDIES DUE TO THE PARTICIPANT’S FAILURE REPORT NEW SOURCES OF INCOME TO THE HOUSING AUTHORITY OR HAVE INCURRED DEBT TO THE HOUSING AUTHORITY FOR DAMAGES TO PUBLIC HOUSING UNITS OR SECTION 8 DAMAGE CLAIMS.  THE AMOUNT OWED MUST BE GREATER THAN $150 IN ORDER FOR A REPAYMENT AGREEMENT TO BE ENTERD INTO.  THOSE PROGRAM  PARTICIPANTS WHO WILLINGLY MAKE FALSE STATEMENTS DURING THE APPLICATION PROCESS CONCERNING FAMILY INCOME AND COMPOSITION SHALL BE TERMINATED FROM PARTICIPATION AND THE AMOUNT OWED THE HOUSING AUTHORITY SHALL BE CALCULATED AND RETAINED IN THE FILE FOR COLLECTION.  APPLICANTS SHALL HAVE NO RIGHT TO ENTER INTO REPAYMENT AGREEMENTS FOR DEBTS OWED.
A MINIMUM DOWN PAYMENT OF 10 PERCENT OF THE ORIGINAL BALANCE IS REQUIRED 
AT THE TIME THE AGREEMENT IS EXECUTED.  A PAYMENT AMOUNT OF 10 PERCENT OF THE ORIGINAL BALANCE SHALL BE DUE AND PAYABLE ON THE FIRST (1ST) OF EACH MONTH, LATE AFTER THE FIFTH (5TH) OF EACH MONTH.  A PARTICIPANT SHALL REMAIN IN GOOD STANDING WITH THE HOUSING AUTHORITY AS LONG AS ALL PAYMENTS ARE RECEIVED IN A PROMPT AND TIMELY MANNER AS OUTLINED ABOVE.  IN THE EVENT THE PARTICIPANT WISHES TO MOVE TO ANOTHER DWELLING UNIT, ALL DEBTS MUST BE PAID IN FULL.

IN THE EVENT OF FIRE DAMAGE TO A PUBLIC HOUSING UNIT THE FOLLOWING PROVISIONS SHALL APPLY:

1.
IF IT IS DETERMINED THAT ANY SMOKE DETECTOR IN THE HOUSING UNIT HAS BEEN TAMPERED WITH, THE RESIDENT SHALL NOT BE ALLOWED TO ENTER INTO A REPAYMENT AGREEMENT FOR ANY MONEY OWED DUE TO DAMAGE TO THE UNIT CAUSED BY THE RESIDENT’S NEGLECT.

2.
IF IT CANNOT BE DETERMINED WHETHER OR NOT THE SMOKE DETECTORS IN THE HOUSING UNIT HAVE BEEN TAMPERED WITH, THE RESIDENT SHALL BE ALLOWED TO ENTER INTO A REPAYMENT AGREEMENT FOR ANY MONEY OWED DUE TO DAMAGE TO THE UNIT CAUSED BY THE RESIDENT’S NEGLECT.

3.
IF A RESIDENT IS RESPONSIBLE FOR A SECOND FIRE IN A PUBLIC HOUSING UNIT, THE RESIDENT SHALL NOT BE ALLOWED TO ENTER INTO A REPAYMENT ASGREEMENT FOR ANY MONEY OWED DUE TO DAMAGE TO THE UNIT CAUSED BY THE RESIDENT’S NEGLECT.
FAILURE TO ABIDE BY THIS REPAYMENT AGREEMENT WILL RESULT IN ONE OR MORE OF THE FOLLOWING ACTIONS:

A.
THE HOUSING AUTHORITY WILL BEGIN EVICTION PROCEEDINGS AGAINST THE PUBLIC HOUSING RESIDENT AND THE UNPAID BALANCE WILL BE TURNED OVER TO A COURT OF APPROPRIATE JURISDICTION FOR COLLECTION OF THE TOTAL UNPAID BALANCE PLUS COURT COSTS.

B.
SECTION 8 PARTICIPANTS WILL HAVE THEIR RENTAL ASSISTANCE TERMINATED AND THE HOUSING AUTHORITY WILL PURSUE FURTHER LEGAL REMEDY FOR THE UNPAID BALANCE.

IT SHALL BE NOTED THAT THIS REPAYMENT AGREEMENT WILL BE IN DEFAULT WHEN ONE (1) PAYMENT IS DELINQUENT.  WHEN THE REPAYMENT AGREEMENT IS IN DEFAULT, NO FURTHER REPAYMENT AGREEMENT WILL BE MADE WITH THE SAME PARTICIPANT AND THE TOTAL BALANCE OF THE REPAYMENT AGREEMENT IS DUE IN FULL.
